Program Goal
The primary goal of our program is to train research scientists in the development and use of basic theories and research in psychology to elucidate issues in mental and physical health. The focus of the current period of funding is on mental health research training with emphasis on integrating biological, psychological, social, and ethnic/racial as well as cultural levels of analysis through our many program offerings. Program Structure
One scholar will be appointed for one or two years beginning July to September 2017. Individualized plans of supervised research (IDPs), involvement in labs, and coursework are designed by each trainee. Each postdoctoral scholar enters the program with a designated primary and secondary faculty mentor.

Stipend  

Stipend levels are set by the NIMH and depend on years of post-doctoral experience.

Admissions Procedure 

Applicants must have completed a Ph.D. from an accredited psychology program. In order to qualify for this federally-funded grant, an applicant must be a U.S. citizen, a non-citizen national, or a foreign national possessing a visa permitting permanent residence in the U.S.  Applicants are not eligible if they have received 3 years of prior PHS support. Underrepresented minorities, women, and persons with disabilities are strongly encouraged to apply.
Applicants should send a brief letter describing (1) their background, (2) area/s of interest and (3) proposed objectives for the fellowship.  A curriculum vitae and selected prints/reprints should be included. Applicants should also arrange for three letters of reference to be sent directly to the address (post or email) below.
